Analysis of the Map of President Kennedy’s Motorcade Route in Fort Worth, Texas
November 21- 22, 1963

1. Give students the map and ask why they think the routes were chosen.

2. If you live in Fort Worth, is your house near the route for the President’s motorcade?

3. The President of the United States is scheduled to visit Fort Worth. It is your

responsibility to provide the motorcade route from Naval Air Station Joint Reserve Base
Fort Worth (formerly Carswell Air Force Base) to the JFK Tribute at General Worth
Square in downtown Fort Worth. Map the route and describe what the President might

see along the route.

4. Would you have been present on the motorcade route to see President Kennedy?

PRESIDENTIAL ROUTE — After President Kennedy
and his party jet to Fort Worth late Thursday night,
their motorcade will follow’ route indicated by black
arrowheads—from Carswell Air Force Base to Roaring
Springs Rd. to West Freeway to Hotel Texas. The
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outgoing route after Friday breakfast (indicated by
white arrowheads) will be from hotel (8th and Main)
bn Main St. to courthouse, circle around courthouse,
then west on Belknap to Jacksboro Highway to River
Oaks Blvd. (State Highway 183) to Carswell. !
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
